What is an LTS? 

A Leadership Training Seminar (LTS) 

gathers pastors, missionaries, and 

Christian workers together in one place, 

in their native country, for training and 

encouragement in their ministry.  Both 

Indigenous and North American Chris-

tian Leaders go to share their knowl-

edge and expertise, and thereby multi-

ply themselves for the advancement of 

the Kingdom of God. 

What is a Family Life and Mission LTS? 

A Family Life and Mission LTS is a 

seminar based on the belief that òthe 

call to salvation includes a call to a 

godly family life and missionó (David 

Robbins). AIM believes that ministering 

to Indigenous pastors and missionaries 

in this area is vital to the growth and 

health of Christõs church around the 

world.

Indigenous pastors and missionaries 

often labour alone with minimal train-

ing and resources. They are committed 

to winning their own countrymen into 

the kingdom, and their ministries can 

be multiplied through participating in 

LTSõs. With the bolstering from an LTS 

they are able to be more effective in 

extending the kingdom of God and 

teaching those in their care.  

Seminar Costs: 

In order for AIM to host approximately 

500 indigenous missionaries at the 

three LTSõs, a total of $18,000 needs 

to be raised. Local delegates need this 

assistance in order to attend. This op-

portunity to provide training for the 

leadership of the South Asian Church 

is indeed a great privilege.
